From a self-guided, five minute walking tour
to a three hour guided wild tour,
Windermere Cave has natural beauty and a
host of programs to meet your needs.
Missouri, the Cave State, has more than
5,500 caves, of which Windermere has at
least three. The largestand most easily
accessed cave was mapped and officially
recognized in 1965 as Windermere Cave.
Electric lighting and concrete walkways lead
guests through some of the most scenic
Self-guided passage.

Underground Education isavailable to
schools, scouting, and special-interest
groups. Guests are taught cave biology,
hydrology, and geology. The length of each
session is based on the needs of the group.
Beyond The Gate is approximately two
hours in length and culminatesina
discussion (in total darkness) of creation
and Jesus as the Light. Through a series of
probing questions about light and Jesus,
guests are led to elevate their understanding
of a Christian worldview.

\ertical Mud is an offering of wild
proportions. This tour takes approximately
two hours and includes climbing a ladder in
the first dome room and crawling through
water, mud, and two levels in the third
dome room.
